· Initiate contact with potential partner organizations via email, phone calls, or in-person visits to introduce Habitat’s volunteer programs.

· Deliver presentations or provide informational materials about Habitat’s mission and volunteer opportunities to target audiences.

· Act as a liaison between interested organizations and Habitat’s Volunteer Manager, ensuring clear communication and follow-up.

· Attend occasional Habitat events to strengthen connections and represent Habitat in the community.

· Track outreach efforts and maintain records of contacts and outcomes.
Qualifications and Skills:

· Strong communication and interpersonal skills.

· Comfortable speaking with individuals and groups in a professional manner.

· Enthusiastic about Habitat for Humanity’s mission and capable of inspiring others.

· Ability to work independently, organize tasks, and follow through on commitments.

· Prior experience in community engagement or public speaking is an asset but not required.
Important to Note: Volunteers must be a minimum of 16 years of age 

Volunteer Orientation and Safety Training is mandatory for new volunteers. All ReStore volunteers must provide and wear their own CSA approved steel toe boots.
